IV.The Origin of the Name of Jesus.

A. Hoshea was one of the ten spies sent by

Moses into the promised land. His name
means "salvation.” See Num. 13:3-4,8.

. Moses changed Hoshea's name to Joshua,
which means, "Yahweh saves.”
See Num. 13:16.

1. Joshua is the same spelling in Hebrew for
Y'shua or Jesus.

2. The name Jesus literally means "Yahweh
saves” or "Yahweh the Savior.”
